Love Island: All Stars is back for an extended third series on ITV2 and ITVX this January 12th 2026.

Hosted by Maya Jama and voiced by lain Stirling it comes hot on the heels of the finale of the 12th series, which was dubbed ‘TV gold’
by fans who hailed it ‘iconic’ with its summer of jaw-dropping twists and turns.

Once again, fan-favourite Islanders from across 10 years of the show will return to the famous Villa in search of that much-wanted
spark, while navigating the relationship dilemmas of bombshells, heads turning and unfinished business.
